Purpose of meeting: Mr. Villamor informed the board the purpose of the meeting is for employers to give input and recommendations for the ROP courses being discussed. 
Review minutes: Minutes from the last meeting were reviewed but no motion to approve as the meeting did not have a sufficient number of advisors. 
California Association of Regional Occupational Centers and Program (CAROCP) Business Membership: Mr. Villamor invited employers to join CAROCP by filling out the brochure or by using the CAROCP website. Mr. Villamor indicated that supporting CAROCP could help keep ROP programs. 
Brief course description: Mr. Villamor asked instructors to review the course descriptions. Mr. Archer and Mr. Nemeteanu felt the Graphic Design description was accurate. 

Mr. Huie stated that he felt as though, with the exception of web design and animation, his Desktop Publishing course involves almost the same elements outlined in the Graphic Design course description. He suggested changing the title of his course to “Introduction to Publishing and Graphic Communication” or Introduction to Graphic Design.” Mr. Tamayo suggested changing the course name to “Introduction to Graphic Techniques” if the course explores how the techniques can be used rather than going in-depth with the techniques. 
Ms. Rodriguez stated that her course does not cover a lot of chemical based photography as stated in the course description. She said  the rest seemed accurate. 

Related labor market analysis to confirm high wage and/or significant wage increase opportunities:

a) Course outline and hours of instruction: Mr. Villamor asked to review the course outlines. Ms. Rodriguez indicated that sections XIII and XIV of the Photography course outline should be changed (processing). 
b) Alignment of content standards and model career technical education standards (no new work here, just noting the standards work already done on outlines.)
c) Review of course sequence (Packets had sample sequences/Programs of Study to be looked at).
Review of textbooks, instructional materials and equipment needs: Mr. Nemteanu reported using Adobe’s Classroom in a Book. He stated that he also allowed students to use PDFs and tutorials. He indicated that his students used Adobe Photoshop, Dreamweaver, Illustrator and Flash. Mr. Archer stated that his students use the Adobe book series. His students also use tutorials and periodicals. His students use Adobe Photoshop, Illustrator and InDesign. He stated that he was behind in software because of lack of funds. Mr. Huie stated that he uses Thompson Publishing books and videos. Ms. Rodriguez indicated that would like for her students to use Photoshop but has not been able to acquire the software. Mr. Tamayo agreed that obtaining photoshop would be good from an industry standpoint. Mr. Archer suggested Photoshop Lightroom for professional photographers. 
Review relevant data: 

a) Current enrollment: Mr. Nemteanu reported having about 140 students enrolled in Graphic Design at Imperial High School; 22 of those students are ROP students.  Mr. Huie reported having 50 ROP students spread throughout 4 classes at Aurora High School.  Mr. Archer reported having 163 students enrolled in Graphic Design at Brawley High School; 99 of those students are ROP students. Ms. Rodriguez reported having 50 students enrolled in her Photography course over the summer. 
b) Other relevant data from industry: Mr. Salgado presented labor market information for Graphic Designers in California from a reported generated by the Employment Development Department. He pointed out a table which showed nearly $20,000 wage difference when comparing the wages of graphic designers in California and Imperial County. Mr. Tamayo indicated that figure seemed correct. He stated that the difference could be due to demand for services, location and big business. 
Suggestions and recommendations: Mr. Tamayo suggested that instructors incorporate time management activities or assignments. He suggested students learn to log their time because time accounting is especially important for freelance designers. Mr. Tamayo stated that he has seen a lack of focus on typography and would recommend instructors put an emphasis on it. 
Motion to approve curriculum: A motion was made by Mr. Tamayo and seconded by Mr. Salgado to approve the Desktop Publishing curriculum. A motion was made by Mr. Tamayo and seconded by Mr. Salgado to approve the Graphic Design curriculum. A motion was made by Mr. Salgado and seconded by Mr. Tamayo to approve the Photography curriculum.
