Purpose of Meeting:  Mr. Villamor explained the purpose of the meeting was to have business partners provide input and recommendations on the IVROP programs and classes.  A brochure was provided that outlined the functions of an employer advisory board.
Review of Minutes:  The minutes of the December 4, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  Ms. Saracco moved the minutes be approved as presented.  Mr. Lucio seconded the motion. The motion was unanimously approved.
California Association of Regional Occupational Centers and Program (CAROCP) Business Membership:  Mr. Villamor provided attendees with a membership application and explained the benefits of the program to businesses and Imperial Valley ROP.

Course Description:  The course description was reviewed and accepted as presented.

Related labor market analysis to confirm high wage and/or significant wage increase opportunities:

a) Course outline:  Ms. Gates-Muse asked if this course had ever been submitted for A-G approval at any schools in the past.  Mr. Villamor stated he would look into this and get back to her. The course outline and hours of instruction were reviewed, no action taken.  
b) Alignment of content standards: Mr. Villamor explained the use of Career and Technical Education (CTE) Standards within the course outline.  He indicated to the advisors where the standards were located on the course outline. No action required.
c) Course sequence:  Mr. Villamor presented for review the CTE program of study for Stage & Theatre careers.  No action required.
Review of textbooks, materials & needs:  Ms. Helena reported a new acquisition of 30 classroom books and a teacher’s guide provided by Calipatria High School on stagecraft & production.   Mr. Contreras expressed the need for a classroom set of companion workbooks and teacher’s guide to his class textbook. He stated 21 student workbooks and one teacher’s guide would cost less than $200.and provided the board with ordering  information.  Mr. Contreras explained that with Palmer Auditorium out of commission for the year all stagecraft must be learned in the regular classroom.   He stated the workbooks would be a tremendous learning tool for his students.
Review of relevant date:

a) Current enrollment:  Ms. Helena reported an enrollment of 25 high school students and one adult.  Mr. Contreras reported an enrollment of 21 students (including 10 from Desert Valley High School). 
b) Relevant data from Industry:  Mr. Lucio provided current labor market information from the California Employment Development Department.  He stated that though there are not any  job openings available in the Imperial Valley at this time, there are opportunities in the San Diego and Los Angeles areas
Suggestions and recommendations:  Mrs. Saracco suggested bringing shows presented by the North County Coalition of the Arts to Calipatria.  The board members agreed it would be an opportunity for Ms. Helena’s students to have some hands on experience.  Mr. Contreras invited the Calipatria students to help work the shows presented in Brawley.  Ms. Helena accepted this invitation and invited the board to a show in December produced by her Stage & Theatre students.
Motion to approve curriculum:  A motion was made by Ms. Saracco and seconded by Mr. Lucio to approve the curriculum.  The motion was carried unanimously.
Time and Date of next meeting:  Mr. Villamor announced the next board meeting would be on March 11, 2010, at 11:30 a.m. at La Fuente Restaurant in Brawley.
