Purpose of meeting:  Ms. Prewett explained the purpose of the meeting was to have employers review the curriculum and make changes as needed.

Review and approval of minutes:  Ms. Riggs made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 13, 2010 meeting as presented.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Vessey-Garcia and carried unanimously.

CAROCP Business membership:  Ms. Prewett explained the purpose of the California Association of Regional Centers and Programs (CAROCP).  She invited members to join the association free of charge using the enrollment form provided or online through the website link printed on the agenda.
Course description:  The description of the Career’s with Children course was reviewed with no changes made.

Course analysis:  
a) The course outline was presented by Ms. Prewett and reviewed by the board members. Ms. Riggs said a typographical correction needed to be made in section 2F.  She also recommended a change in the wording of 2H to read “NAEYA child development permit regulations.”  The members of the board concurred.
b) Ms. Prewitt explained that IVROP worked with the instructors to align this course to the Career Technical Education standards.
c) The sequence of courses and programs of study were presented by Ms. Prewett and reviewed by the board members.  Mr. Villamor explained the articulation agreement between Imperial Valley College (IVC) & BUHS allowed students to take an articulation test in May & receive credit for class #CDEV100 at IVC.  Ms. Riggs asked if this articulation agreement would be renewed.  Mr. Villamor stated that a renewal of the articulation agreement for this class would be pursued with IVC and possibly other southern California community colleges.  Ms. Munguia reported that an application for A-G approval for this course had been submitted and was pending approval.  She added that perhaps our efforts are not best served in pursing articulation with IVC at this time.
Review of textbooks, instructional materials and equipment needs:  Fortin stated she had adequate material and equipment to conduct this class, however, the current textbooks are not the same as used by Imperial Valley College (IVC). She said the inconsistency with IVC textbooks placed students wishing articulation at a disadvantage. 
Review of relevant data:

a) Current enrollment: Ms. Fortin reported a current enrollment of 32 students with some wait-listed for any openings at second semester.

b) Relevant data from industry: Ms. Sanchez said all of the United Family Daycare centers are scheduled to close in October.  Ms. Vessey-Garcia said the business outlook for local daycare centers is not good.
Suggestions and recommendations:  Ms. Suarez-Yacopi stated that the lack of entry level jobs should be used to encourage students to pursue higher education degrees.  
Motion to approve curriculum: Ms. Riggs moved to approve the curriculum.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Sanchez and carried unanimously.

Time and date of next meeting:  The next meeting is scheduled for April 12, 2011.
