Minutes of September 29, 2010

Introduction of members and guests:  Mr. Avila called the meeting to order at 11:45 a.m. and thanked everyone for attending.  Self-introductions were made, with the following present:

Purpose of the meeting:  Mr. Avila explained the purpose of the meeting was to have business partners provide input on what should be taught to better prepare students for the workforce.

Review of minutes – Spring 2010 Meeting:  A motion was made by Mr. MacDade and seconded by Ms. Hylton to approve the minutes of February 25, 2010.  The motion carried unanimously.

CAROCP Business Membership – online application site:  Mr. Avila explained the purpose and benefits of the CAROCP and invited members to join this free association.  Mr. MacDade commented that he does not receive anything from the CAROCP.  Mrs. Burquist stated she would look into this.  
Brief course description(s):  Mr. Lacuesta suggested adding “Crime Victims/Witnesses” into the course description under the Careers in Criminal Justice/Law Enforcement Training.  Ms. Burquist stated that the course descriptions would be used for various events to promote the ROP classes.
Course Analysis:  
a) Course Outline and hours of instruction:  Ms. Labrada stated that she would be using the 180-hour course outline.  Ms. Rodriquez said that ROP is no longer offering the Security Guard program.  Ms. Hylten announced that her Security Guard training program is 64 hours. Mr. MacDade stated that taser training had been implemented into the program.
b) Alignment of Content Standards and Model Career Technical Education Standards adopted by the       California Board of Education:  Ms. Burquist stated that the ROP program was in the process of aligning their   courses to the CTE standards and this would take up to three years to complete.  She said that instructors would be working with ROP staff to complete this process.

c) Review of course sequence/programs of study:  Mr. Avila stated that ROP had been developing a sequence   of courses or a program of study for students in various career paths.  Ms. Burquist stated that school counselors had been assisting with this project and she briefly reviewed the CTE Program of Study for Criminal Justice and stated that the Education Code required ROP to develop these pathways.  She reported that some of the ROP programs were articulated with Imperial Valley College.
Review of textbooks, instructional materials and equipment needs:  Ms. Labrada announced that she was teaching from the “Street Law” edition textbook and supplemented additional information.  She stated that she would be having guest speakers.  Mr. MacDade said that he consistently was updating his Security Guard Program to stay in compliance with the state regulations
Review of relevant data:  

a) Current enrollment:   Ms. Labrada reported that she teaches two academy tech. classes and two ROP classes    in which she had 35 juniors and 16 seniors and that this was the California Partnership Academy.   Mr. Magin announced that he would like to get the word out for students who would be interested in this academy and only students that attended Central would be eligible to enroll.
b) Other relevant data from industry:  Mr. MacDade said students must be 18 years of age to enroll in the Security Guard training.  Ms. Furrer announced that she would assist Ms. Labrada in scheduling guest speakers for her program.

Mr. Lowentinal informed the members that the Imperial County Sheriff’s Office offered an explorer program, 14 to 21 years of age and currently he had 23 members Valley-wide, including Winterhaven.  He stated that they meet every Thursday, from 5:15 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. at the Imperial County Sheriff’s Office, by the flag pole.  Mr. Lowentinal said that members participated in various community events, competitions, jail visitations, camping, hiking, ride-along programs and that there was a Color Guard Unit.  He stated that this program would be operated on donations from throughout the Imperial Valley.  The purpose was to introduce members to current law enforcement standards, concepts and techniques under the direction of sworn law enforcement officers.  Anyone interested could call the Sheriff’s Office at 760-455-7155, or visit their web site at www.icse4500.org.  Ms. Espinoza emphasized that this program would mentor students.

Motion to approve curriculum – Agenda items, 6, 7 and 8:  A motion was made by Ms. Hylton and seconded by Mr. MacDade to approve the Careers in Criminal Justice & Security Guard curriculum.  The motion was passed unanimously.
