Purpose of meeting: Mr. Gonzalez explained that the purpose of the meeting is to have business employer’s representatives provide input and recommendations to help better prepare ROP students for the workforce.
Review of minutes: The minutes were reviewed as presented. Ms. Garcia made a motion to approve the minutes, and Mr. Kruger seconded.  The minutes were approved as presented.
CAROCP Business Membership: Mr. Gonzales informed the board about the importance for business employers to become members of the CAROCP. Mr. Gonzalez mentioned that becoming part of this free membership will help ROP maintain the programs, and employers will benefit from the two-year membership.
Brief course description: Mr. Kruger recommended changing the title of Desktop Publishing to another name because Desktop Publishing is more like a secretarial job. Mr. Baker recommended to take out web and animation out of the course description because is not part of their curriculum.  Mr. Tamayo agreed with Mr. Baker and Mr. Kruger.  No changes were made to other course descriptions.
Course Analysis:
a). Course Outline: Ms. Natwick explained that she will be making some changes to the Digital Video Production course outline, which addresses the number of class hours and items 11 and 8 of the course outline. There were no changes to any other course outlines.

b). Mr. Gonzalez informed the committee that the board of education has established standards at all grade level in the k-12 system, and that CTE programs no different. He shared that IVROP is working on aligning all of their courses to the CTE standards. 

c). Mr. Gonzalez explained the importance of the program of study is for students to have a better understanding on the continuation of their pathway of choice in high school and college level. 
Review of text books, instructional materials and equipment needs: Teachers mentioned some of the software they are using for their class is Adobe Illustrator and Photoshop. Ms. Storts was not present, but left written report which indicated that her program had upgraded to Adobe CS5 and they are using Adobe curriculum for visual design.

Mr. Tamayo mentioned that inkspace.com is a website teachers can use for their class to get free software.
Review of relevant data: Mr. Gupton currently has 17 students; Mr. Medina has 21 students; Ms. Natwick has14 students; Mr. Nemteanu has 20 students; and, Ms. Storts has one period of 21 students and 26 in her other period.

Suggestions and Recommendation: Mr. Kruger suggested adding web design as another class to get students involved with web design. Mr. Kruger also suggested teachers should contact organizations for support of class materials/software, and that some organizations are willing to trade for these items.

Mr. Tamayo recommended that students have experience in web design, animation, social network programs because it is what employers are looking for along with.

Motion to approve curriculum: Mr. Kruger made a motion to approve the curriculum and Ms. Garcia seconded.  The curriculum was approved as presented.
Review date and time of next Meeting: Mr. Gonzalez informed the members that they will be receiving their invitation for the next meeting through mail, and he thanked them for their time.
