APPOINTMENT OF PERSONNEL.  A motion was made by Mr. Lopez and seconded by Mr. Pacheco to approve the appointment of Ms. Genesis Andrade and Mr. Jose G. Macias.  Motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:
2009-10 2nd INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORTS. Ms. Duron explained the budget assumptions and explanations of the budget report. She reported that IVROP had received additional money. Ms. Duron informed the board that the additional money had been sent back to the school districts.  A motion was made by Mr. Pacheco and seconded by Mr. Lopez to approve the 2009-10 2nd Interim Financial Report. Motion carried unanimously. 

ACCEPT FUNDING OF. Ms. Camacho reported that IVROP in collaboration with IVC and COD have been awarded $310,000 for SB-70 III. She indicated that IVROP’s funding was $121,000. A motion was made by Mr. Pacheco and seconded by Mr. Acosta to approve the funding for SB-70 III ($121,000) as presented. Motion carried unanimously.
RESOLUTION NO. 031810. Ms. Camacho announced that Tony Rouhotas was selected Alumni of the Year. Ms. Garcia mentioned advisors are requested to suggest names for the Alumni of the Year award. Ms. Camacho mentioned that a small committee makes the final decision on the selected Alumni.  A motion was made by Mr. Pacheco and seconded by Mr. Lopez to adopt Resolution No. 031810. The resolution was approved with the following roll call vote:  AYES:  Acosta, Lopez, Pacheco, Sampson, and Belcher.  NAYES:  None.  Absent:  Noriega and Abatti.  
OLD BUSINESS:
2009-2010 ADA/Enrollment Report. Ms. Garcia pointed out the total enrollment was 2,423. She said the projected ADA was 881.05. Ms. Garcia said the districts are in good shape. Mr. Acosta asked if the enrollment increase was standard. Ms. Garcia replied student enrollment increase at semester is common. Ms. Camacho explained that some of the districts are enrolling students under 16 years of age.  

IVROP Community Foundation. Mr. Obergfell said the “Dancing with the Starz” name was changed to “Steppin’ with the Starz” due to copyright issues with ABC Corporate Office. Ms. Gloria Brister is the coordinator of the event. Ms. Allison Miller, KSWT-TV13 Chief Meteorologist is the MC for the event. Ms. Gaby Gonzalez, KSWT –TV13 Anchor will be a Star. Ms. Norma Saikhon, Mr. Louis Fuentes, Ms. Ruth Montenegro, and Mr. Steve Walker are Starz. He announced that Mr. Bobby Brock, President and CEO of the Imperial Valley Community Foundation will be the sixth Star for Steppin’ with the Starz. The Judges will be Marlene Best, Captain Harvey and Ken Rosevear. He mentioned Captain Harvey and Ken Rosevear are from Yuma. KXO had a press release and Imperial Valley Press had an ad on Steppin’ with the Starz. The Steppin’ with the Starz event is being held on Friday, April 23, 2010. The cost of tickets per person is $75 and per table is $600. He mentioned tickets would be available Wednesday of next week. Ms. Camacho mentioned that Imperial Printers would be printing the tickets. Mr. Obergfell mentioned that the hotel rate was $89 per night. Mr. Obergfell explained that The Q had taken some control of the event. He said the scholarship amounts doubled this year. He informed the board that an IVROP Student Category was added to the scholarship applications. He informed the board that Ms. Garcia had e-mailed the counselor’s and teacher’s the scholarship application. Mr. Obergfell mentioned that Mr. Efrain Silva, IVROPCF President has tried contacting Yuma School District, but has not received a response.

WASC. Ms. Garcia reported that the Coordinating team of five had attended a training on March 3rd. She mentioned the team had another meeting to attend in September. She said the teachers’ have been meeting. Ms. Camacho said many ROP’s are postponing their WASC visits due to the requirement changes. 
CORRESPONDENCE:  Ms. Camacho reviewed the e-mail from Mr. David Pritchard, Ag Fabrication & Welding Instructor. 
PRESENTATION:
Mr. Benito, Program Supervisor explained that Project Star is funded through the Imperial County Behavioral Health Services. All Project STAR staff went through training with the Imperial County Behavioral Health Services. Project STAR provides pre-pre employment, life skills, leadership, and self-development training along with other health-based and community driven activities.  He said some of the activities include yoga, scrapbooking, cake decorating, photo, drawing, piano, movies, and bowling. Instructors are compensated with a forty dollar stipend for two hours of instruction. Mr. Benito said the project is very successful due to Project Star Staff interaction with their clients. Imperial County Behavioral Health Services are very impressed and pleased with Project Star services. Clients receive life skills services. Individual, group training and coaching are provided at the Imperial County Behavioral Health Services, El Centro Outpatient Clinic, Brawley Outpatient Clinic, IVROP offices and other local agencies and organizations.
