APPOINTMENT OF PERSONNEL.  A motion was made by Ms. Noriega and seconded by Mr. Lopez to approve the appointment of Ms. Erika Beltran.  Motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS:
ACCEPT FUNDING.  A motion was made by Mr. Lopez and seconded by Mr. Abatti to accept funding for Project LEOO – ($245,000) and Tech Prep Program Allocation – ($81,405).  Motion carried unanimously.

CARL PERKINS 2008-2012 LOCAL PLANS.  Mr. Villamor explained the Carl Perkins 2008-2012 Local Plan.  Mr. Villamor mentioned that the consortium included Imperial District, Holtville District, Calipatria District and San Pasqual District.  A motion was made by Ms. Noriega and seconded by Mr. Sampson to approve the Carl Perkins 2008-2012 Local Plans. Motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION NO. 111308-1. A motion was made by Mr. Sampson and seconded by Ms. Noriega to adopt the Resolution for the Employer Pick-Up.  The resolution was approved with the following roll call vote:  AYES:  Noriega, Pacheco, Lopez, Abatti, Walker, Sampson, and Belcher.  NAYES:  None.  Absent:  None.

OLD BUSINESS:
2008-2009 ENROLLMENT/ADA REPORT. Ms. Camacho reviewed the 2008-2009 Enrollment/ADA Report.  Ms. Camacho said the ADA was high; she stated that Brawley and Central’s enrollment had increased and that the total enrollment was 2,292. Accordingly, the Brawley Union High School District ADA was at 183.58, Calipatria Unified School District was at 46.15, Central Union High School District ADA was at 240.63, Holtville Unified School District was at 17.32 and the San Pasqual Valley Unified School District was at 10.80.  Ms. Camacho explained that, in comparison to last year’s enrollment, the increase was 236 and that the enrollment percentages were 87% students and 13% adults. 

IVROP COMMUNITY FOUNDATION.  Mr. Obergfell mentioned that the Barbara Worth Country Club prices had increased.  He said he went with Ms. Marisela Bonillas to look at The Spot, located where the old theatre was previously located.  He shared some ideas that he and Ms. Bonillas had for the set-up of the Dancing with the Stars event.  They were thinking of a Hollywood theme.  He was also going to be looking at Mundial in Calexico, which will be opening in January.   Mr. Obergfell also informed the board that Project Pueblo had one more month of operation.

WASC. Ms. Camacho stated the teachers continued to work on their curriculum to be aligned with the standards.
CORRESPONDENCE: None.
PRESENTATION:
Mr. Obergfell introduced himself as the Project Coordinator for Project JUNTOS.  He also introduced his staff Ms. Minor, Educator and Ms. Carmona, Educator.  Mr. Obergfell said that Project JUNTOS was a Healthy Marriage Initiative Grant and was part of California Healthy Marriage Coalition. Project JUNTOS has also been part of the National Healthy Marriage Resource Center. Mr. Obergfell pointed out that Project JUNTOS was one of the fifteen awarded grantees in California. Mr. Obergfell explained that the project goals were to increase public awareness about the value of healthy marriages and to educate couples. The population targeted needed to meet the following requirements: Imperial County Residents, low-income, unwed expecting parents, new parents of a child three months of age or younger, and be at least seventeen years old. In 2007-08 Project JUNTOS served 55 couples and has offered many different resources for their participants. He then gave the name of the curriculum used by the educators: Loving Couples Loving Children, by John Gottman. Using this curriculum, Ms. Carmona stated that the classes with the couples were interactive; she held group discussions and activities during these sessions.  She emphasized to her participants that marriage came first and that everything else came next. Ms. Minor then reviewed The Five Love Languages, by Gary Chapman, which included 

the following: Words of affirmation, quality time, receiving gifts, acts of service and physical touch. Ms.  Minor emphasized that everyone had a different way of communicating their love. Mr. Obergfell stated that the Project JUNTOS staff had been invited to present of the National Healthy Marriage Center Peer-to-Peer Roundtable in Oklahoma City.  They were also invited to present at the Annual Technical Assistance Grantee Conference in Washington, DC. Lastly, Mr. Obergfell thanked his staff for all of their hard work.
