2008-2009 Enrollment Report. Ms. Garcia explained to the board that the Enrollment/ADA Report was through the month of April. She mentioned all the instructors had turned in their attendance. She said the report was the  P-2 Report for the second attendance period. Ms. Camacho said Brawley and Calipatria would be offering summer classes to generate additional ADA.

IVROP Community Foundation.  Mr. Obergfell said that a total of sixty-four applications had been submitted for scholarships.
