NEW BUSINESS:
Ms. Camacho reviewed the 2008-2009 Student Evaluation of the Program report. She pointed out that seventy-eight percent of the students overall answered yes the guidance technicians are available to answer students questions. Eighty-six percent of the students overall answered yes enough materials and equipment are in working condition in the IVROP classes. 

OLD BUSINESS:
Ms. Garcia reviewed the 2008-2009 Enrollment/ADA report. She pointed out that most of the school districts had met their ADA. Total enrollment was at 2,281.

CORRESPONDENCE:  



Ms. Camacho reviewed the letter from Sergio M. Pesqueria, Enrique Camarena Jr. High School Principal.

PRESENTATION:
Ms. Valadez introduced herself as the Dental Assistant Instructor for Imperial Valley Regional Occupational Program and Central Union High School District. She teaches entry level Dental Assistant skills to her students. She provides the students with the science background and hands-on skills required for a Dental Assistant. Ms. Valadez said that Ms. Debbie Burquist is a great resource. She creates a network between the students and the Imperial County Dental Society. Ms. Valadez informs the students of further education needed in the career ladder for dentistry. Ms. Valadez indicated that she was establishing a Health Occupations Students of America (HOSA) Club.  She mentioned that two of her students were employed full-time and were attending Imperial Valley College. Ms. Valadez was very grateful for all the donations she had received for her class.  
COMMENTS:
Ms. Camacho said she had attended the ROCP Conference. With direction from the Association and CDE, IVROP will continue to hold advisory meetings as usual and will continue to collect attendance. She informed the board of a proposal she was working on for CalWORKs. The Department of Behavioral Health funded Project STAR in June which serves youth ages 16-18 and adults. Ms. Camacho spoke of the Summer Faces program which served 30 students in a three-week program. 
Mr. Avila met his numbers for next year’s funding. He mentioned some job openings at the immigration camp in El Centro. Project SERVE Vets placed twenty veterans at the immigration camp and those veterans are getting paid thirty dollars an hour. 
Mr. Aguirre said Project SOBRIO had a leadership component during the summer. He also stated that My Future Matters had a Parent Fiesta Night for parents to attend. The model was to show parents that you do not have to drink to have a good time.
Mr. Villamor shared activities included in the summer academies throughout the summer for Imperial and Brawley students. He stated that Imperial also held a three-day Renewable Energy Academy which served 85 students. 

Ms. Diaz said in June Project ACE had six seniors graduate from high school. Twenty-three Project ACE students attended a Computer Repair Class for one week.
