CERTIFIED/MANAGEMENT SALARY SCHEDULE (REVISED) 2008-09.  A motion was made by Mr. Lopez and seconded by Ms. Noriega to approve the Certified/Management Salary Schedule (Revised) 2008-2009 for the Carl Perkins Coordinator. Ms. Camacho explained that the Carl Perkins Coordinator position held an Administrative Credential.  Motion carried unanimously. 

CLASSIFIED FLAT SALARY SCHEDULE 2008-09.  Ms. Duron mentioned to the board the minimum wage had increased in January.  She requested that the student wages match the minimum wage increase as of January.  A motion was made by Ms. Noriega and seconded by Mr. Pacheco to approve the Classified Flat Salary Schedule 2008-09.  Motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION NO 091808.  A motion was made by Ms. Noriega and seconded by Mr. Pacheco to adopt the Resolution for the Educational and Occupational Skills Services for Youth Proposal. ACCEPT FUNDING.  A motion was made by Mr. Pacheco and seconded by Mr. Sampson to accept  E-Rate funding for FY 2008-2009.  Motion carried unanimously.

2007-2008 UNAUDITED ACTUALS AND 2008-09 BUDGET UPDATE.  Ms. Duron reviewed the 2007-08 Unaudited Actuals and 2008-09 Budget Updates.  A motion was made by Ms. Noriega and seconded by Mr. Sampson to approve the 2007-08 Unaudited Actuals and 2008-09 Budget Update. Motion carried unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS:
2008-2009 ENROLLMENT/ADA REPORT. Ms. Camacho pointed out that the student enrollment increased from last year.  The total enrollment last year was 2,056 and this year’s total enrollment was 2,283.  Ms. Camacho said offering classes from 3:30-5:30 pm would help the school districts increase enrollment.

IVROP COMMUNITY FOUNDATION. Mr. Obergfell said the Foundation meets every third Tuesday of each month.  The Foundation will be adding two new members to their board.  Mr. Obergfell mentioned that Paradise Casino offered their casino for the 2nd Annual Dancing with the Stars.  He also stated that Paradise Casino would like to make a donation for the 2nd Annual Dancing With the Stars.  Mr. Obergfell stated that Project Pueblo is offering computer and English classes to adults in Imperial.

WASC.  Ms. Camacho shared that Ms. Stephanie Collins started meeting with Imperial Valley College personnel regarding articulation of classes and that a teacher workshop was scheduled for October 13th.  Ms. Camacho further mentioned that Ms. Collins is meeting with the teachers and looking over their curriculum in order to align the courses with CTE Standards.  Ms Camacho also reminded attendees that the WASC mid-term report was due on October 1st.
CORRESPONDENCE: Ms. Camacho discussed correspondence received from Cynthia Mancha, Administrative Analyst of the Imperial Valley Economic Development Corporation.
PRESENTATION:
Ms. Burquist, Ms. Harris, Ms. Macken and Ms. Frederickson are employed as IVROP Guidance Technicians and serve as liaisons for IVROP.  Ms. Burquist is the guidance technician for Central, Southwest and Imperial High School.  Ms. Harris is the guidance technician for Brawley and Calipatria High Schools.  Ms. Macken is the guidance technician for Calexico and Holtville High Schools.  Ms. Frederickson is the guidance technician for the junior high schools.  All of the guidance technicians work with the teachers, students, counselors and administrators in each of their respecective school districts.  Ms. Harris stated that all students in IVROP Classes are introduced to Career Locker (career assessment).  Ms. Macken shared that business advisory meetings would be starting in October.  She also asked the board whether they knew of an advisor who could attend any of the advisory meetings and to please let her know.  Ms. Frederickson spoke about Career Explorations Program with the junior high students.  Lastly, Ms. Noriega congratulated the guidance technicians for a job well done.
